The son of the God of Destruction
and Goddess of Compassion, the
elephant headed God of Success
is revered as the “grand teacher”
or bestower of knowledge in every
aspect of life.

As legend has it, his mother, the
Goddess of Compassion tasked the
young boy-god to guard the entrance
of their home while his father, the God
of Destruction was away on a sacred
quest. Having never met his father, the
young boy strictly followed his mother’s
orders. Upon his return, the God of
Destruction was greeted by the boy.
Surprised and angered with the young
boy for not letting him enter his own
palace, the God of Destruction cut
off his head with one fell swoop of his
mighty trident.

After realizing the great mistake he
had made, the God of Destruction
promised to bring the boy back to life.
Unfortunately, his human head was
nowhere to be found. Mystical servants
were sent to fetch the head of the first
living creature they could find. They
brought back an elephant head be-
lieved to be one cut off from the many

heads God of the Elephants, Erawan.
The God of Success holds a short-
handled trident, broken tusk, rope and
beads with a snake around his belly to
signify power from within. His sacred
vessel is the Musika, sacred mouse god.
He protects all, especially those
in the arts and in education. Actors,
musicians, writers and students
worship this powerful being for
success in every undertaking.

The ancients believed that this
universal god and almighty force in
the supernatural world, known as the
3-headed god in front of Isetan,
protects the worthy in all aspects
of life. His compassionate, fierce,
protective and righteous supremacy is
respected all throughout heaven, earth

and the afterlife. In an ancient time
where magnificent gods clashed

with evil enemies, he was among the
mightiest protectors of the innocent,
always banishing evil and restoring
peace throughout the land. However,
over time as ancient tales give way to
modern-day traditions, this god is now
known as the God of Love. He is
often associated with and worshiped
for his great ability to grant good
luck in all matters of love, romance
and relationships.

The God of Love is often portrayed
as a tall, sleek and handsome, wearing
golden armor. He is often holding many
different weapons but his trusty trident
is his most powerful weapon of all. It is
believed that the God of Love ascends
— come down to earth (God of Love
Shrine in front of Isetan) on Tuesday
and Thursday morning at 9:30 am and
again in the evening at 9:30 pm to listen
to the requests of his worshipers.

During WWII, his statue was placed
to protect the Petchaboon Palace,
which was located where the Central
World Shopping Mall exists today. Amid
a fierce bombing raid which resulted
in destruction of the entire city, the
Petchaboon Palace remained intact.
Many believe it was the supreme power
and protection of the God of Love that
saved the area from harm. To this date,
his shrine remains at the same exact
location to protect all visitors.

There are many tales as to how the
Goddess of Compassion was brought
into this world. Despite her varying
origins, her story of compassion is a
compelling one. The Goddess of Com-
passion, with her mystical powers to
see beyond humanity, saw the incarna-
tion of the God of Destruction on earth.
His form was not a regal one, rather
that of a dirty, smelly hermit. Everyone
on earth shunned him. However, the
Goddess of Compassion stood by his

side because she was the only one that

could see his true god form. She took
care of him, followed him on his jour-
neys and fasted alongside him without
hesitation. Out of her love and dedica-
tion for the God of Destruction, they
were brought together in a holy union.
As legend has it, one day, the God-
dess’ father threw a sacred celebration
in heaven. Everyone was invited except
for the unsavory hermit. Humiliated and
outraged, the Goddess of Compassion
set herself on fire to defend the hon-
or of her husband. Once the God of
Destruction caught wind of his belov-
ed companion’s firery death, he took
vengeance on all attendees. He could

only be stopped by divine intervention
from his two most trusted godly coun-
terparts, the God of Creation and the
God of Protection.

From there on, the Goddess of
Compassion has been worshiped
for her strong devotion to her hus-
band and family. Those that seek
strength in family matters would be
wise to pay respects to the goddess
who always puts others before
herself. She is often portrayed with
either a long-handled trident or
sword holding a single flower. Her

sacred vessel is the tiger which
represents fierce strength and
protection from enemies.

Known as the Goddess of sitting with two lotus blossoms in each
hand. In some renderings, she can be
depicted with a pot of golden coins

to symbolize prosperity or a variety of
weapons to show her protective side.
In some cases, she is found sitting atop
her sacred elephant which symbolizes
strength and stability.

Wealth & Fortune, many with pure
hearts look to her as a beacon of
hope as her power and strong spirit
can create good luck in wealth,
fortune and business negotiations.
Her story begins at the quest for the
Elixir of Immortality. As the sacred
Kalasa Ocean was churned into a
milky chasm, it bestowed 13 of the
holiest gifts to the gods, one of which
was the immaculate goddess herself.
She is one of 3 of the most powerful
goddesses in the heavens. This
supreme being is not only worshiped
for her generosity but also for her
timeless beauty, which can only be
matched by that of the Greek
Aphrodite.

Legend has it that this revered
goddess has a sweet smelling scent
that reaches over 100 mountain
ranges. With her infinite beauty and
charm, The Goddess of Wealth &
Fortune is the holy soul mate and
companion to the God of Protection:
Pra Narai. Together, they help protect
the earth. Her body is golden in nature
and her face has a pinkish, reddish
hue. She is often found standing or
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7he cod of 4 Directions, Lord Jatulokbal is the
ultimate protector of the North, south, East and
West Ensuring that all humankind is at peace and
far from sadness, 4 of the most powerfi/ gods

are combined into one supreme deity.

North, East, South, West are
protected over by Lord Jatulokbal
(Jatu meaning 4 and Lokbal mean-
ing world), a supreme being made
up of four powerful gods. The most
powerful of the four gods though,
is the 2-sided God of the North
comprised of Lord Vesuwan and
Lord Kuvera.

Interestingly, one side (Lord Vesuwan)
takes on the appearance of a Giant and
protects over Buddhism and human
kind, especially those in danger. Prison
guards, especially executioners worship
and wear protective amulets of Lord
Vesuwan as he is believed to ward off
evil spirits of deceased prisoners who
seek revenge. The other side (Lord
Kuvera), resembles a heavy-set god
in the seated position. He is the wealth-
iest god and safeguards all heavenly
treasures. For his great achievements

in safeguarding all the riches of the
heavens and by accruing merit and
good deeds by aiding other gods on
their various quests, Thao Vesuwan
is trusted and revered by heaven'’s
most powerful gods. The other three

gods maintain peace and prosperity in
their respective earthly direction. This
supreme protector has many other
responsibilities. From taking care of
humankind and the godly community in
the heavens, Thao Jutulokbal ensures
that the Buddhist religion is protected
for eternity.

The regal Thao Jatulokbal
Shrine was erected to offer visitors,
worshipers and those working in
the Ratchaprasong District spiritual
might to succeed in life. For blessings
and protection from evil and danger,
visit the Lord Jatulokbal Shrine on
the 4 Floor of Gaysorn Village.

From the ée// éuffan of

Revered as the God of
Creation, the ancient Bhramin’s
believed that Brahma, was the
King of all gods due to his almighty
power and discerning discretion
to distinguish between right and
wrong, life and death on all three
plains-heaven, hell and earth. He
decides the fate of every living creature
by using the karma of each individual as
a tool to measure worthiness in this life
and the afterlife. He instills in people to
live with oneself and not to take life for
granted. Compassion towards others
and giving without expectation are also
a part of his teachings.

The God of Creation is often por-
trayed in many different forms; some
with a red body, 4 heads and 4 or 8

hands that often carry different weapons
including magic beads, holy scripts,
magical water jug and lotus blossom.
‘You may also see him holding a bow,
javelin, curved blade or knife, mirror,
conch shell, fire ladle and instruments.
However, The God of Creation: Brahma
at the Erawan shrine cast in gold and
is one of the holiest sites for Thais and
the rest of the world. Many have made
pilgrimages from far and wide to visit
The God of Creation at the Erawan
Shrine is cast in gold and is one of the
holiest sites for Thais and the rest of
the world. He is known to come down
from heaven to partake in the
beautiful performances of Thai
classical music and dance.
Devout worshipers often hire
dancers and their music
ensemble (available at the
shrine) to pay homage to
the powerful god and
to appease his appe-
tite for arts and
entertainment.
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The cod of Thunder in front of Amarin Plaza
is the bringer of daylight. the force that
makes water flow and the champion of the
earth, wind and sea.

Legend has it that the God of
Thunder was born from 33 compas-
sionate, generous, devout men who
built a Shrine and pathway through a
sacred forest. When all 33 eventually
died, they became demigods. Their
spirits gathered and the holiness from

their merit became the life force that
created the God of Thunder.

As ancient Brahmin and Hindu
religions believed that the God of
Thunder was the supreme natural
being who was able to harness the
power of lightning, water and wind.
He too, is a protector of heaven
and earth. With the power to transform
into any shape and size, the God of
Thunder appears in a green form made
of solid jade. He has 1,000 eyes and 4
hands with a sword, javelin, bow and
conch shell. His weapon of choice is
the lightning bolt which creates thunder
and lightning to split oceans, mountains
and to restore peace to the land.

The God of Thunder has the special
ability to sense danger, pain and
despair. When he sits upon his magical
throne, it becomes hot as hell’s fire or
hard as the Himalayan mountain range,
he is made aware of the imminent
dangers that his followers will encoun-
ter. Once aware, the God of Thunder
jumps into action to save the helpless.

The God of Thunder has two sacred
vessels, the Horse God, Pra Atit and
the almighty 3-headed Erawan, God of
the Elephants.
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The cod of Protection in front of the Interconti-

nental Hotel is the grand protector of heaven, hell
and earth. with his almighty vessel, the sacred

carvuda, the od of Protection uses his might and

power to ensure that good prevails over evi.

the God of Protection is constantly
appearing on earth in many different
forms. It is also believed that the Lord
Buddha is one incarnation of the God of
Protection. “When virtue and goodness
are stricken from the earth and evilness
reigns over the land, | shall be back to
set things right and ensure the good-
ness always prevails.”

Handsome and lively in stature, the
God of Protection is often dressed in
the finest golden garb adorned with
beautiful diamonds and gems. He is

always depicted holding his
weapons which include the dis¢; mace,
conch and lotus.

His companion in life and love is the/
Goddess of Wealth and Fortune. They
reside in the sacred Kalasa Ocean with
their trusted ally, the Serpent Queen,
Pra Ya Nak, and often listen to the
prayers and griev"ances of mystical her-
mits and other gods. His vessel is the
sacred Garuda in all his mystical quests.
This almighty god is the inspiration be-
hind the mythological Ramakien Sagas,
most commonly found lon mple walls
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
