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Satun

Prasat Hin Phan Yot

La-ngu District
Located within the Petra Islands National Park, this is
a must-visit destination in Satun Province.
Visitors can marvel at the emerald-green sea and
pristine beaches surrounded by numerous sharp,
black limestone cliffs, resembling the spires of a castle.
This striking formation gives the site its name "Prasat
Hin Phan Yot" or "The Castle of a Thousand Spires."
Tourists can purchase day-trip packages from the Ban
Bo Chet Luk Community Tourism Group or from tour
companies near Pak Bara Pier.

@ Dragon's Spine
Mueang Satun

This spot is the largest "Dragon's Backbone" sandbar,
visible twice a day during low tide, in the morning and
evening. It appears as a winding sandbar in the middle
of the sea, stretching over 3 kilometres and covered
with countless shells. When sunlight hits the shells,
they shimmer and resemble the scales of a dragon,
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Mueang Satun

This area features wall murals scattered along various
alleys and streets in downtown Satun, such as
Burivanich Road, one of the city's oldest streets. This
road is lined with original buildings constructed in the
Sino-European architectural style, with several
brick-and-mortar structures preserved. Additionally,
you'll find street art in the narrow alleys near major
tourist spots. These murals often depict themes
related to the history, culture, and multicultural way
of life of the Satun people.
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@ Kue Da Chi No Community
Mueang Pattani

This area was historically a bustling commercial district
for the Chinese community. Most of the buildings
feature Chinese and Sino-European architectural
styles, notable for their unique design and cultural
significance. The area has been revitalized, bringing it
back to life through creative expressions such as
murals, sculptures, and street art, all of which
highlight Pattani's multicultural identity. The district
now offers a variety of shops, restaurants, and cafes
for visitors to enjoy, blending the old with the new in
a vibrant setting.

Kantang District

@ Pattani Central Mosque
Mueang Pattani

This mosque serves as a central place of worship for
Thai Muslims in the southern region. The entrance
features a long walkway leading to the mosque
building, flanked by palm trees that provide shade and
a serene atmosphere. In front of the mosque, a large
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Mueang Pattani

This community offers a variety of eco-tourism
attractions and activities. Visitors can take a boat tour
led by locals to explore the mangrove forests and
observe traditional fishing practices around Pattani
Bay. The experience also includes enjoying local
cuisine and learning about the community's history.
Additionally, visitors can participate in batik-making
workshops, where they can create unique patterns
that are distinct to this area. The batik products from
this community have been recognized as an OTOP
(One Subdistrict, One Product) item of Pattani
Province.

@ Ban Thon Community and Ban Thon Beach, Mueang Narathiwat

Khlong Pak Pra or
Pak Pra Estuary
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Scenic Khao Phlai Dam
Coastal Route Khanom District

This is the most scenic coastal road along the Gulf
of Thailand. It's a paved road that winds along the
mountainside, offering stunning views of the sea on
the other side. Throughout the route, there are several
viewpoints where you can park your car and take in
the breathtaking, elevated views of the Gulf of Thailand.

Phrom Lok Waterfall
Phrom Khiri District

This large waterfall is located within the Khao Luang
National Park, with a total height of approximately 50
levels. It features wide and beautiful rock terraces.
However, only 4 levels are open to visitors : Nan Wang
Nam Won, Nan Wang Mai Pak, Nan Wang Hua Bua and
Nan Wang Ai. Each of these levels offers unique and
scenic views for tourists to enjoy.

e Ban Khiriwong Community
Lan Saka District

This community, known for its natural, garden-centred
lifestyle, was awarded the Tourism Industry Award in 1998
and recognized as a model community for managing
eco-tourism businesses in the town and community
category. Visitors can explore the daily life of the Khiriwong
villagers year-round, with the best time to visit being during
the fruit season from July to September. The community also
offers bicycles for tourists, allowing them to ride around
and enjoy the beautiful scenery and peaceful atmosphere.
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e Na Muen Si Community
Na Yong District

Na Muen Si is a renowned center for producing
handwoven textiles, with a history spanning over
200 years. Visitors to this community can learn about
the unique structure and weaving techniques of
Na Muen Si textiles at the local learning center.

Phatthalung

Tai Nod Market
Khuan Khanun District

A local market where residents can sell organic
products and local food. This green market
emphasizes using biodegradable, natural packaging
materials to reduce plastic use and has an effective
waste management system in place.
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The experience includes visiting the Na Muen Si
Textile Museum and the community enterprise shop,
where you can purchase a variety of handmade
products, such as woven fabrics, bags, shirts and hats,
all crafted by local artisans.

Chaloem Phrakiat Bridge or
Ekkachai Bridge

Khuan Khanun District

The longest bridge in Thailand, spanning 5.5
kilometres and connecting two provinces:
Phatthalung and Songkhla. The bridge cuts through
the Thale Noi Non-Hunting Area and Songkhla Lake.
At the centre of the bridge, there is a viewpoint where
visitors can enjoy stunning scenery, observe various
bird species, and witness the unique lifestyle of water
buffalo. It's also a popular spot to watch the sunset.

e Morakot Cave or Emerald Cave
Kantang District

Located on the western side of Ko Mook within Hat
Chao Mai National Park, this cave offers a unique and
thrilling experience. To explore the cave, visitors must
float in a group from the cave's entrance, passing
through 80 metres of darkness. At the entrance,
sunlight reflects off the water, creating a stunning
emerald green hue. On the other side, the cave opens e
up into a large chamber with a pristine white sandy
beach, surrounded by towering cliffs and illuminated
by natural light.

Khlong Pak Pra or Pak Pra Estuary

Khuan Khanun District

An important river in Phatthalung Province, where
several canals converge before flowing into Songkhla
Lake. In the early morning, locals often use large dip
nets to catch fish, making this spot a popular
destination for tourists. Many choose to take a boat
trip between 05.30 - 05.45 hrs. to watch the sunrise,
with the iconic giant dip nets serving as a stunning
backdrop. The boat ride to enjoy the scenery around
Pak Pra takes about an hour, offering a memorable
experience for visitors.

@ Ban Nam Rap Community
Kantang District

This natural attraction is known for its pristine beauty,
with one highlight being "Khao Chom Pa." Visitors can
take a raft along the canal, breathing in the fresh air and
enjoying a stunning 360-degree view of the expansive
mangrove forest. There are also many engaging
activities available, such as planting mangroves,
cultivating seagrass, and participating in a blue crab
bank project.

Songkhla

@ Songkhla Lake, Mueang Songkhla

Songkhla Lake is the only natural lake in Thailand. Tourists can take a boat trip around the lake all - year round.
In particular, during December - March is the period of the migration of waterfowl that come to inhabit this area in
large numbers.

m Ko Yo, Mueang Songkhla

KKo Yo is a well-known area for fish farming in floating cages on Songkhla Lake. The island is also famous for its mixed
fruit orchards, known as "Somrom" where different fruits are harvested throughout the year. One of the most famous
fruits is the champada. Additionally, Ko Yo is renowned for its traditional handwoven fabrics, which feature unique
patterns that are highly regarded. Tourists can take boat trips around the island to enjoy the scenic views, observe
local fishing practices, and soak in the tranquil atmosphere of the lake, especially during sunset. There are also
homestay accommodations and numerous restaurants available for visitors to enjoy their stay.

@ Old Town Songkhla, Mueang Songkhla

This area is full of beautiful buildings, many of which showcase the unique Sino-Portuguese style and traditional
Chinese shophouses. These historic spots aren't just about architecture they also house local restaurants that have
been beloved for decades. If you're looking for Thai desserts, though, they can be a bit tricky to find.

@ Samila Beach, Mueang Songkhla

This famous beach in Songkhla Province is known for its beauty and serene atmosphere. A road runs parallel to the
shore, shaded by rows of pine trees that make for a picturesque drive. One of the main highlights is the statue of a
mermaid sitting gracefully on a rock, known as “Ngueak Thong.” This statue has become the symbol of the beach,
attracting visitors who come to admire both the sculpture and the stunning seaside views.

@ Sakom Beach and Soi Sawan Beach, Thepha District

These two connected beaches offer a tranquil escape. Sakom Beach, located north of Soi Sawan Beach, features white
sand and a peaceful atmosphere, making it perfect for relaxation. There are accommodations and restaurants available,
and visitors can rent local fishing boats to explore nearby islands. Soi Sawan Beach, located south of Sakom Beach,
stretches for about 3.4 kilometres. It also offers several beachfront accommodations and restaurants, providing a
comfortable experience for tourists looking to enjoy the serene coastal environment.

@ Central Mosque of Songkhla or Klang Dinul Islam Mosque
Hat Yai District

This mosque is a spiritual centre for Muslims in Songkhla. The interior is adorned with marble, creating a spacious and
serene atmosphere, ideal for quiet reflection and religious ceremonies. As the sun begins to set and into dusk, the
area in front of the mosque becomes a popular spot for photographers. The mosque stands majestically against the
backdrop of the changing colors of the sky, making it a breathtaking scene to capture.
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Sungai Kolok

Ban Thon Community is a Muslim village renowned for its wisdom and expertise in building kolae boats, which are
small coastal fishing vessels commonly seen in the southern provinces of Thailand. The village specializes in ! d
constructing both full-sized and model kolae boats, with prices ranging from a few hundred to tens of thousands of $kywa//< A,‘yerwemg Hala-Bala Wildlife Qamcﬂary ‘ BUke"'a
baht. In addition to boat building, the village also produces goods made from krajood (a type of reed) and pandanus Waemg Dis"l-ric-l'
leaves. It is also a well-known source of budu sauce and fish crackers, popular souvenirs from the province.

Betong
@ Hala-Bala Wildlife Sanctuary, Waeng District

This lush tropical rainforest, known for its rich biodiversity, is home to a variety of rare wildlife species. Notably,
it harbors populations of hornbills, a rare bird species, as well as other endangered animals like the siamang, a large
black gibbon, and the black-handed gibbon. The Hala-Bala Wildlife Sanctuary also hosts a wide range of rare plant
species. However, overnight stays are not permitted within the sanctuary. Those interested in exploring the area for
nature studies must obtain permission in advance.

@ Wadi Al-Husein Mosque or Talo Mano Mosque, Bacho District

This ancient mosque, over 400 years old, is renowned for its unique architectural style that blends different cultural
influences. The building features traditional Malay architecture, with two connected structures. The roof showcases
Chinese artistic elements, while the walls reflect local Thai craftsman- ship. The mosque has been recognized as one
of the most beautiful and oldest in the Malay world, celebrated for its historical significance and intricate design.
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@ Skywalk Aiyerweng

Located on Khao Microwave at Muban Km 32, Aiyoeweng subdistrict. It is an area for telephone transmission towers;
hence, the origin of the name of Khao Microwave. It is about 621 metres above level, and at the top of the mountain

is a cool climate. It is possible to see the sea of mist in both the east and the west.
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
